Business Meeting

July 11, 2017
I. Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Assistant Chief Dean Hamrick at 7:00.  
II. Prayer led by Larry Danna  
III. Pledge led by Asst. Chief Dean Hamrick.  
IV. Roll call: Joe Cartwright    

V. Minutes from last business meeting  
A. Motion by Larry Danna, seconded by James Bishop, to accept last month’s minutes; motion passed.  

B. Noted that minutes would begin being posted for viewing on PGFD web site, before meeting.  

VI. Financial Report 

A. Fire Board authorized transfer of $100K to a short term (6 weeks) CD; CD will receive a higher rate of interest.  
B. First check from Harvest Green MUD -- $6400.  

C. Still waiting on final, but 5 Miles will clear about $8,000.  

D. Motion by Larry Danna to accept finance report, seconded by Billy Hoft; motion passed.  

VII. Communications 
A. TEEKS: 4 now going – 3 as students, one as instructor: Blake Thompson, James Bishop, Curtis Brown (students) Chief Joe Woolley (instructor).  

B. Calls at 1315 Plantation – due to construction, be careful where you park; don’t block driveways.  

VIII. Unfinished business:  
A. Membership (Billy Hoft): 
1. One for Probationary membership.  

a) Draco Salgado (third business meeting)  
b) After a brief discussion, Asst. Chief Dean Hamrick made a motion, seconded by James Bishop, that Draco Salgado be accepted as a probationary member.  Motion passed.  
B. Training: (Matt Cornell)  
1. All going to TEEX at A&M – make sure gear is up to date and in good condition.  
2. 7/18 – forcible entry; talk about use of new saws.  

3. 7/25 – no training  

4. 7/22 – (Saturday) Train with Stafford  
5. 8/12 – (Saturday) Train with Stafford  

C. Equipment: (Curtis Brown)  
1. Now have two “new” Tahoes from County; getting ready for service.  

2. Crown Victoria – had bad catalytic converter – changed out.  

3. Kussmall power unit for E62 now installed.  

4. Saws on all trucks now.  

5. New chain saws on E61 & E62 are for ventilation work only, not trimming brush or trees.  Get saw from Booster 61 if you have to trim trees, etc.  
6. Still have generator issues.  

7. Currently stripping old units to equip new units.  

D. P/R: Mario Lerma/James Bishop  
1. Thanks for 5 Miles work.  

2. Fort Bend Herald had full page article, with photos, on 5 Miles event.  

3. James Bishop – reported on 5 Miles items

a) Still short $4475 from sponsors – passed out list of sponsors, with notations for paid/not paid.  

b) Have received $9900 for 5 Miles so far; bills are around $6000.  

4. Mario Lerma suggested that the Fort Bend Herald might be interested in doing an article on James Bishop and Cody Jimerson.  Larry Danna will contact to inquire.  
E. Other old business: None reported  
IX. New business 
A. By-laws changes proposed: 

1. Asst. Chief Dean Hamrick: two proposed changes to bylaws: 
a) #1 Change: requirements to maintain good standing 
(1) 0 to 5 years with department – work at least two shifts per month with duty crew.  

(2) 5 to 10 years with department – work at least one shift per month with duty crew.  

(3) More than 10 years with department – no ride-out requirement. 
(4) Still need to make at least 40% of meetings and 25% of alarms.  
b) #2 Change: currently Fire Chief is on Fire Board:  change to add Administrative Assistant Chief.  

2. Another change addressing reimbursement for out of town training costs was discussed.  In the end, this topic was addressed by motion and voting.  

a) Dean Hamrick made a motion, seconded by James Bishop, that Billy Hoft’s expenses for going to Fire Rescue International (Charlotte, NC) be reimbursed, up to $2,000.  Motion passed.  
3. The following motion was also made (by Larry Danna, second by James Bishop):

a) Sell Crown Victoria to waiting buyer for $1350.

b) Sell old squad truck to Fire Chief Woolley for $3500; PGFD emblems would be removed, but not stripes.  

c) Sell pickup truck bed (removed to complete new Booster 61) for $1000.  

d) Motion passed.  

4. An addition to bylaws, Articles XXII (22) through XXVI (26), was presented by James Bishop.  These proposed additions define and clarify the operation of the Public Relations Committee.  The entire proposed additions were read in full.  (copy attached to minutes)  
B. Other topic discussed: training

1. Planning on going to Fire Field on 6/20/17.  
2. 5 Miles preparation on 6/27/17.
